Dentistry states: "The Ontario Association of Public Health
Dentistry supports the fluoridation of municipal drinking
water. It recommends water fluoridation as a safe, effective
and economical public health measure to prevent dental
caries in all age groups."

Toronto Public Health's Director of Dental & Oral Health
Services Dr. Hazel Stewart agrees: "Fluoridated water is the
safest and most equitable way of impro"ing oral health for
Torontonians of all cultural and socioeconomic back­
grounds."

"Community water fluoridation at appropriate levels is
the cornerstone of a critical dental public health program
that benefits the whole continuum of our population, from
children to the middle-aged and older adults too," adds
Irwin Fefergrad, Registrar of the Royal College of Dental
Surgeons of Ontario.

"Water fluoridation helps prevent tooth decay - it's just
that simple," says Hamilton-based aDA Presi.dent Dr. Larry
Levin. "I see it in my office all the time - water fluorida­
tion is something kids need from a very early age - adults
need it too. It's safe, preventive care that will help for life."

At a recent symposium sponsored by the aDA entitled
"Designing Dental Programs for High-Risk Children," at
the International Association of Dental Research, a panel
of experts from around the world agreed that water fluori­
dation is essential in preventi e care. "To remove water
fluoridation would be a tremendous step backward," said
IADR presenter and aDA Past-President Dr. Ian Mc­
Connachie. "Kids need all the help they can get in life ­
and we owe it to each and every one of them to ensure that
they get this kind of preventive care."

"The aDA is saying to communities and to politicians
that it's time to stand up for water fluoridation - it's im­
portant to your town, your City, your family and your den­
tist," says Dr. Levin. "It's essential to both your oral health
and your overall health.
